[omas Dierz, the dicee
tor of the M3 Environmen
tal Science & Policy Frogram,
wis s2lected to participate in
the Ameriea's Climate Chode
a5 study, spomsored by the
Mational Acsdeny of Scienceas,
o NS, The data gleansd from
the two-vaar seudy will healp
acvise the LLE, Congress o g
environimental paliciss.

Researchers will split the
edghi-part study beowean twa
groups. A main commiipes
will study four topics, whils

specialized panels will each
gtudy one of the four othes
tapdes, said lan Kraueunas, &
seilar program offfcer with-
in MAS.

The individueal papels will
each facus an one of the (ol
lowing: low Lo limilt the
amounl of climate change in
the future, the adapeations
that will have o be made
ta lwve with elimate change,
b to e lver understand cli-
otate change and its impact
on peopls and ecology, and
bow to Laform decigions and
tactica Lo regards 0o climate
clia nge.

The Michigan House of Hep-
resentatives and Senats will
retur o sessdon Tuesday aftar
a two-week [all breal.

The Legislature has been
largely inactive for the sec-
aied hialf of the year, bul thers
iz porential for a lot of actien
before the Gnal day of seesdon,
sald Jack MeHugh, a senlor lag-
islacive anabyst foe the Mackinac
Center for Public Policy.

“They could do 2 lot of dam-
age.” he saick

Eill Ballenger, edivor and pukb-
lisher of Inside Michigan Poli-
ties, said measures thae could
see action include proposals (o
axpand Detrole's Cobo Caneer
and create a light rall wansi
aystem an Deteeit's Woodwaed
Avanue.
